As we scramble our way through bleary eyes into 2025, itôs worth looking 

forward to what the New Year may hold. 

Global markets were easing at the end of 2024 but have started 2025 with a 

real skip in the step. I too, for the first time in a long while am optimistic 

about the outlook for 2025 and beyond. 

Irresponsible Government Spending too slow - First, Globally, it is     

coming to an inevitable head that we tax paying pawns are finally pushing 

back on the outrageously unbridled expansion of Governments that are too 

big, expanding too fast, regulating too much and spending too egregiously; 

the cost of which is being borne by us, the taxpayers. The prospect of    

smaller Government across Europe, UK and Oz is still some way off, but 

moves are afoot, and the US is likely to set a precedent for the rest of the 

Western World by pushing ahead with a dramatic reduction in the size of its 

government. 

Accordingly, they anticipate an easy first round of cuts by forcing staff to 

work both a full week and back in the office (instead of home). Accordingly, 

that is not expected to be well received and will result in mass resignations. 

The US Governmentôs latest obnoxiously expensive 1500-page omnibus Bill 

was blocked, modified, minimised and moderated. The previously successful 

strategy of stuffing these Bills with all sorts of expensive programs and      

leaning on mainstream media to look the other way blindsiding the public no 

longer works. 

We in Oz however will be licking our wounds for a while yet, as the recently 

released Mid-Year Economic and Fiscal Outlook (MYEFO) showed an   

increase in Government spending of 5.7% above inflation, following on from 

the previous yearôs 2.9%. 

According to the Treasurer, this is ñresponsible economic management with 

a focus on fighting inflationò. Wait, how exactly. 

The Governor of the Reserve Bank, Michelle Bullock sure as hell disagrees. 

According to a piece written in the Australian by Tom Dusevic on Dec 18: 

ñIf youôre wondering why the Reserve Bank is holding off on cutting interest 

rates, Laborôs inability to stop the spread of the Canberra blob is a key   

reason in keeping demand above supply, meaning high inflation persists.     

Despite this, it feels like the pendulum is swinging back, both here and in 

other similarly suffocating Western countries. This is good for the country, 

business, and consumers. The catch phrase ócost of living crisisô is global, 

and bloated Government is at the heart of the problem. 

Artificial Intelligence - Although this has the prospect of eliminating millions 

of jobs and we still understandably fear the ultimate potential and sentient 

intelligence of AI, the proper use of AI services and products will enable  

smart businesses to cut costs and generate productivity growth; a         

phenomenon long lost in many parts of the world, none more so than    

Australia. Of course job losses will eventuate, and although we donôt know 

exactly where and when, we are starting to get an indication of the first 

industries and positions to be affected. Call centres, healthcare/medical 

diagnosis, education, coding, marketing/sales and transportation. 

What has surprised many, is the majority of roles at risk are white collar 

management positions rather than the originally anticipated blue collar 

roles. But as has been the case through all the different revolutions in the 

past, new industries arise as defunct ones disappear. 

Earnings Growth - Australian earnings growth is anaemic at best, with next 

yearôs earnings of around 1.6% and the following year at 4.7%.                

But US earnings growth is considerable; 13.6% for each of the next 2 years. 

Wars to end? - With some good fortune and management, hopefully these 

shameful wars can also be brought to a close. The incoming US President 

has openly stated he will stop the fighting in short time. Well, letôs see it 

then. Talk is cheap and a lot of lives depend on it. 

 Cheaper Energy - An end to the wars would result in cheaper and more 

plentiful energy. Energy costs are closely tied- but negatively correlated- to 

economic performance. 

 All in all there are some real positives ahead, but ultimately, none of us 

know what tomorrow brings. As always, its going to be interesting. 
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Leave our language alone 
I watched a YouTube piece recently; an enthusiastic rant by an 

English comedian. The topic é the prevalence of silent letters in 

written English. For the most part he tried to pronounce words as 

they are written.  Knife, hour, women. It proved to be a rich 

source of humour, and obviously enjoyed by the live audience. I 

am sure the friend who had sent me the link expected me to reply 

to her email with a lol emoji. Yes, the presentation was funny and 

witty. Instead, I informed her it was an horrible attack on the   

language I loved; I pointed out he was denigrating, tearing the 

heart out of our language, our heritage. He was denying the   

eccentric charm of English. Not happy, I said. Perhaps, a bit of an 

over reaction. My friend did not deserve such a grumpy, acerbic 

response to her attempt to enliven my morning. 

I think what annoyed me most was his implied implication,      

although perhaps this was not the performerôs intention  The   

language we speak and write is anachronistic, inefficient even. I 

have some sympathy, having taught students who had not grown 

up speaking and writing English. The grammar is tortuous, with-

out introducing the complications of English spelling. What about 

this group: tough, bough, cough, thorough, dough, thought, 

plough, hiccough. GHOTI can, quite legitimately, be pronounced 

FISH. Teaching children to read using a highly structured       

phonetic approach is doomed to difficulties. It was the implication 

behind the comedy skit which provoked my response é the idea 

that our language should be modified, it should be more efficient, 

easier to learn. English just should make more sense! 

Spoken languages change, diminishing and evolving rapidly. 

Language is a living thing. New words, or new meanings of 

words, enter the lexicon continuously, while other words       

seemingly disappear. The word of the year for 2024 is brain-rot.  

Enshitification is another newly minted word, summing up the 

widely felt malaise of the contemporary world. This, of course, 

has always occurred. óTerrificô originally meant truly terrible; an 

adjective to describe something which would terrify one. óWokeô is 

a perfect example. Originally a vernacular word indicating an 

awareness of the injustices and discrimination suffered by Black 

Americans. It was a word belonging to African American culture. 

Controversially, ówoke'  was then appropriated by other, predomi-

nately white, groups such as the Me Too movement. The    

meanings and the implications behind the word were then sav-

aged by right wing politicians é óbeing wokeô was no longer a 

positive thing, but almost a term of abuse.  

There have been deliberate efforts to rationalise the language, 

most notably by the American Noah Webster. Webster published 

his first dictionary in 1806. The Webster dictionaries popularised 

spellings he felt were more logical, more modern; color rather 

than colour, using a z instead of s, as in rationalise, program  

rather than programme. The spelling of programme, may,       

however, be the result of a decision by francophile English   

scholars as programme was often spelt without the - me at the 

time.  At the beginning of the nineteenth century some of these 

variations did actually exist and Webster chose the renderings he 

considered more logical. Thus we have the complications of rival 

spellings é American English and British English. We see    

Websterôs influence in Australia every day. King OôMalley, an 

American, was involved in the development of the Australian  

Labor Party and probably influenced the choice of the spelling of 

the party name. But Webster continued to suggest changes. 

Masheen, wimmen, dawter, waz and iz , deserv and observ. 

Many of his suggestions were rationalisations of the variety of 

spellings for the same sound, and the removal of silent letters, 

and therefore perhaps warranted.  

These later suggested changes were not accepted, ridiculed in  

fact. In general, people were not interested in changing their   

language, hence the differences between American and British 

English are minimal.  Esperanto was an attempt to create an easy 

to learn, very logical, language to ease the problems of             

international communication. It is not popular; the number of    

people who speak Esperanto may be as few as 100 000 world-

wide. We seem to like things the way they are. A radical          

modification of the language is impossible, of course. Imagine the 

confusion and chaos. We avoid changing the inefficient QWERTY 

keyboard for the same reason. 

I found the implication that English should be modified to be more 

efficient and logical irksome. Edmund Burke, the philosopher of 

political conservatism, argued against rapid political reforms. 

There may be unintended consequences, he opined. He was 

right. A short time after his influential essay criticising the          

revolution in France was published, many, many of the opponents 

of the new  French regime lost their heads, including Louis XVI 

and Marie Antoinette. Burke also argued that radical changes 

meant that traditions were irretrievably lost. I must be a            

conservative; not so much because there may be unintended, or 

dire, consequences, but because something essential and    

meaningful is lost in the process.   

The drive toward modernisation, efficiency, rationality was an  

outcome of the Enlightenment. And a good thing too because the 

advances in science and technology allow us to live the           

comfortable lives we do. But I am not alone in feeling some     

unease with the drive towards greater efficiency. John Keats, the 

Romantic poet, was greatly saddened by the fact that now       

rainbows were merely the result of sunlight refracted through  

water droplets. No pots of gold! Karl Marx raged against the    

dehumanising nature of factory work, a worker was now merely a 

cog in the machine and condemned to a boring, repetitive,    

meaningless daily grind. The same theme was hilariously        

explored by Charlie Chaplin in the film Modern Times. Henry   

David Thoreau wrote of the years he spent in a simple hut on the 

shores of Walden Pond. He was protesting the degradation of the 

environment, and of contemporary human existence, which had 

resulted from rapid urbanisation and industrialisation. William 

Morris and the Arts and Crafts movement were all about reviving 

old craft skills which were being sidelined and forgotten as a   

result of industrialisation. George Orwell described the horrors of 

Newspeak in his novel 1984. Newspeak had intended               

consequences; the reduced language no longer had the capacity 

to describe complex ideas, and this suited the repressive Big 

Brother regime in Oceania. And this loss of the complexity, history 

and nuance of English, I feel would have a similar effect. 

The English language reflects complex origins. Spoken English 

arises from the Germanic invaders in the early Middle Ages, but 

there were other inclusions from the Vikings and, earlier, the   

Celtic peoples. The predominate written language was Latin, and 

there were efforts to adapt Latin letter sounds to spoken English, 

resulting in the large number of Latin combinations of two or more 

letters to reflect the great number of English spoken sounds, e.g. 

ou. The process continued after the Norman invasion when 

French became the spoken language of the elite and educated 

classes. Thus many words of French origins were incorporated 

into English, and the spelling of these words reflected the spelling, 

and pronunciation, of French. (For example words ending in  -re 

and -le) The strange inclusions, which we see as anachronistic 

and inefficient, then became standard with the invention of        

printing and the growing numbers of literate people. 

And this brings us back to the implications raised by the comedy 

rant about the absurdities of the English language, but I think we 

can apply these thoughts to many other aspects of modernisation. 

Language is a very human creation. A peopleôs history, heritage, 

all the wonderful eccentricities and complexities embedded in the 

language shape who we are. By modifying our languages,       

ensuring they are easy to learn and completely rational, we are 

denying our very human nature, and cultural heritage. So much 

would be lost!
